One of the projects I led at Finanzguru was the introduction
of Kafka and an event-based approached to problems.
Many of the processes had multiple synchronous steps and
manually written batches ran regularly to try to clean up
failed steps. Since I have a lot of experience with event-
based architecture I was tasked with leading the project to
setup Kafka and convert some tasks to be more stable by
using events. This included setting up a Kafka-cluster and
a Kafka-library for the Kotlin-services and coaching other
developers on how and when to best use events. Other
projects of mine included:

- updating the terraform-repository to enable developers
to apply changes themselves via a GitLab pipeline

- updating the workflow for batches to enable developers
to start their tasks without conflicts

- developing a management-tool where the sales-team-leads
could configure permissions for team-members directly
instead of having to ask a developer to modify it

- creating a system that automatically matches calling
customers to an available sales-representative

- developing a verification-process for changes to the per-
sonal data of a customer which included automatically
forwarding the required documents to the corresponding
insurance company.
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January 2023 - April 2023 Senior Cloud Engineer at Moia GmbH

As Cloud Engineer at Moia I worked with DynamoDB,
EventBridge, managing AWS-Multi-Account-setups and
more. My tasks included developing new services like an
automatized setup for Github-team-assignements based
on group-assignements in Okta, the configuration of a new
terraform provider and automated AWS policy-validation
in Github workflows.

April 2021 - October 2022 Software-Architect at Dr. Klein Privatkunden AG

As a Software-Architect I led projects like introducing
Golang and Svelte as new languages, migrating data from a
legacy system into the new infrastructure or refactoring our
pipelines from BitBucket Pipelines to GitHub Actions with
AWS Code Pipelines and persisting the current Kubernetes-
state in its own repository. I was also supporting other
developers with various problems and helping to translate
requirements into scalable solutions in our infrastructure
while still developing code myself.
